TIER 1: HIGH PRIORITY 
1. Increase public attendance, diversity, and 
engagement at monthly meetings. 

Ongoing High Increase outreach and communication. Use existing channels 
to notify communities of meetings and events (e.g. social 
media, trifold, postcards, etc.). Provide updates on identified 
“hot topics” to make meetings relevant to the community. 

2. Facilitate community updates and ongoing 
discussion on Kitsap County’s 2044 
Comprehensive Plan, CAO, and PROS updates. 

Ongoing High Regular updates and Q&A with Commissioner and County 
Leadership at meetings, committee reports, community 
input. 

3. Facilitate community updates and ongoing 
discussion on current “hot button” topics. 

Ongoing High Consider hosting Town Hall style meetings in certain 
geographies or a CKCC Open House to gather insights 
into hot topics. Field an online CK Community Survey 
as another way to capture input. 

4. Facilitate regular public safety, Fire/EMS, Port 
of Silverdale, and public school district updates. 

Ongoing High Regular updates from Central Kitsap Fire & Rescue, Kitsap 
County Sheriff’s Office, Port of Silverdale, and CK School 
District. 

5. Community Center activities and future 
facility. 

Ongoing High Explore short- and longer-term strategies to create 
multigenerational activities and spaces. Look for ways to 
engage youth and seniors. 
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TIER 2: MODERATE PRIORITY 
1. Facilitate regular updates from the business 

community in CK. 
Ongoing Moderate Frequent updates from the Old Town Silverdale business 

owners’ association and Greater Kitsap Chamber. 

2. Integrate with local events and important 
community activities. 

Ongoing Moderate Connect with non-profits and have a presence at key events 
throughout the year (e.g. Earth Day, Whaling Days, County 
Fair, Holiday Celebrations)  

3. Facilitate updates on road repair or closures, 
and public works projects, as appropriate 

Ongoing  Moderate Maintain awareness of upcoming activities that could 
disrupt traffic or other services and communicate 
proactively with communities impacted. 

TIER 3: LOW PRIORITY 
1. Legislative updates Ongoing Low Engage with State Legislators to share CKCC priorities and 

interests. Invite to attend one meeting per year. 
2. Budget updates Ongoing  Low Invite County to present annual budget to increase 

understanding of revenue and expenses.
