
In some situations, it may be possible to remove a bulkhead completely and restore the

shoreline to its natural state. Bulkheads are often a legacy of the past, installed because

they were considered the best option at the time. Now that there is a better

understanding of coastal geology and beach dynamics, we know that bulkheads are

not always the best or only option for handling erosion. To determine if bulkhead

removal is feasible on your property, a site assessment is needed.
