'Guring the Summer and early Fall of 2007, Kitsap County field crews inventoried the Eastern
saltwater shoreline and collected a variety of information concerning environmental stressors
and conditions.

One of the features inventoried were Overhanging Structures (located at or below Ordinary High
Water. 298 overhanging structures were inventoried, equaling an average of 1.98 per mile.
Decks accounted for a little over half of these structures, at 58%. Houses, some including the
decks as well, were the next largest category at 25%. Other buildings (non-residential)
accounted for 14%, and boat hoists amounted to 3% of the total number inventoried.
