What is Coordination of Services?

Coordination of Services is an educational
program provided to low-risk juveniles and
their parents. It is a 12-hour interactive and
fun seminar. Youth and parent or legal
guardian are required to attend COS as part of
probation or diversion.

What are COS goals?

The goals of COS are to describe the
consequences of continued delinquent
behavior, stimulate goal-setting, review
the strengths of the youth and family,
and explain what resources are available
for helping to achieve a positive pro-social
future for the youth.

What Am | eligible for COS?

To be eligible for COS, you must be assessed
as low-risk for re-offense by the juvenile
prosecutor or a juvenile probation counselor.
Additionally, a parent or connected adult
must also be available to attend program
sessions. Certain offense(s) may or may not
make you eligible for COS. Please call the
number listed at the back of this brochure
for additional information.

How long is COS?

COS is a 12-hour seminar, broken into four-
hour sessions over three days. Classes are
from 3 — 7pm.
