Kitsap County Proposed 2024 Noxious Weed List

RCW 17.10.090 requires county noxious weed control boards to hold a public hearing and adopt a county
weed list within 90 days of the adoption of the state noxious weed list from the state noxious weed control
board. The changes to the 2024 state list include:

Class A

* Palmer amaranth, Amaranthus palmeri
* The addition of variable-leaf milfoil hybrids, Myriophyllum heterophyllum x Myriophyllum
hippuroides to the Class A listing of variable-leaf watermilfoil, Myriophyllum heterophyllum.
Class B

* Un-designating Brazilian elodea, Egeria densa in Green Lake in King County.
* Un-designating shiny geranium, Geranium lucidum in Snohomish County.
Class C

* European, American, and hybrid beach grasses, Ammophila arenaria, A. breviligulata, and A arenaria
x breviligulata.

WEED CLASS DESCRIPTIONS and LATEST STATE WEED LISTS

Class A Weeds: Non-native species whose distribution in Washington is still limited. Preventing new
infestations and eradicating existing infestations are the highest priority. Eradication of all Class A plants is
required by law.

WAC 16-750-005 State noxious weed list—Class A noxious weeds.

Class B Weeds: Non-native species presently limited to portions of the State. Species are designated for
required control in regions where they are not yet widespread. Preventing new infestations in these areas is
a high priority. In regions where a Class B species is already abundant, control is decided at the local level,
with containment as the primary goal. Please contact your County Noxious Weed Control Board to learn
which species are designated for control in your area.

WAC 16-750-011 State noxious weed list—Class B noxious weeds.

Class C Weeds: Noxious weeds that are typically widespread in WA or are of special interest to the state’s
agricultural industry. The Class C status allows county weed boards to require control if locally desired, or
they may choose to provide education or technical consultation.
