A 
comparison of the level of permit review for combined uses (Attachment 3) is provided as 
a reference document to see how the level of permit review changes for land uses that 
are being combined with other uses in the initial discussion draft.

• obtain input from the Planning Commission on allowing commercial uses in 
residential zones and vice versa. For example, Footnote 37 requires a residential 
component for commercial uses in the Urban Medium and Urban High zones; and 

• review proposed land uses, the level of permit review, and definitions 
Commissioners would like to discuss in greater detail, instead of going through 
them individually (Attachment 2).
