Ecology requires adoption of this proposed ordinance and actions as part of 2 
the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit the 3 
County is required to maintain for management and control of stormwater and 4 
surface water discharge; also reviewing definitions, examples, proposed 5 
language, other municipalities with similar ordinances currently in place, 6 
comment formats and timeline, including the public comment period, which 7 
closes on 5/6/2022.   8

what happens to a business that decides not to comply; also who 15 
determined County Staff as the professionals in this matter, which he 16 
takes exception to; also concerned that the Board of County 17 
Commissioners (BoCC) is not aware of this program or that an 18 
ordinance has to be adopted by August 1, a statement based on input 19 
from the Kitsap Homebuilders’ Association during a meeting with the 20 
BoCC in which they did not appear to know anything about it. 21 
Believes this is totally insane, cannot believe the Planning 22 
Commission is receiving testimony on this, as it wasn’t supposed to 23 
be on the schedule for another month, but notes he may be 24 
uninformed.  25
