regarding Countywide Planning Policies.

F. Deliberations/Recommendation: Countywide Planning Policies Update — Colin Poff,
Department of Community Development (DCD) Long Range Planning Supervisor

Mr. Poff provides a brief overview of the project to date, noting this is follow
up to previous PC meetings and there is no new visual presentation; materials
include full Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs) for reference, but only
Appendix B1, B2, Population and Employment Growth Targets to be discussed.

Mr. Poff notes Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) & Kitsap Regional
Coordinating Council (KRCC) collaborate and publish Vision 2050 planning
document through KRCC.

Chair Phillips asks, and Mr. Poff displays Appendix B1 and B2 shown on screen.
Calls for overall main motion, with consideration by paragraph

MOTION: Aaron Murphy moves to adopt Kitsap County Appendix B1 and B2 as
presented and amended.

SECOND

QUESTION: Mr. Murphy asks what the PC role is as staff has stated this has
already been approved by other jurisdictions; is this more for awareness or are
there changes to be made.

e Chair Phillips notes discussions are welcome and if any errors are
found they can be noted in the vote forwarded on to the BoCC;
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e Concerns about Population and Employment targets, how the County
accounts for military fluctuation if they can’t be included officially.

e ANSWER: Mr. Poff concurs this feels more procedural as it is a
precursor; this report does inform on the 2024 Comprehensive Plan
(Comp Plan) update which does allow for some changes; this is an
example of layers and interaction of State, PSRC, KRCC requirements.

QUESTION: Mr. Beam asks about consequences of not meeting or exceeding
growth targets, and the impact to Kitsap County.

e ANSWER: Mr. Poff notes some growth alternatives will be developed
for the Comp Plan, and they should remain somewhat in line with
these Population and Employment targets.

e Evaluation of allocation in Silverdale and growing areas, and review of
our Land Use Map alighnment with growth targets are part of progress
toward the targets; adjustments and course changes are made as
needed, policies must match the adjusted targets

e Ms. Smith shares concerns that core numbers should more accurately
reflected, if targets and projections are not based on real knowledge
of local community and military partnerships; notes military has
representation on PSRC, suggests they could help inform growth and
projections; if core numbers are incorrect, we could potentially
continue to be underhoused in Kitsap and see impacts to planned
economic revenue because ancillary successes in our community
through military, subcontractors, personnel, etc. are not included.

e Chair Phillips notes this CPP Update is in line with Buildable Lands
Report (BLR) and Urban Growth Area data, getting a general picture
of how we allocate resources, housing, etc.; not perfect, but plays a
critical role a target in our planning, reasonable measures; opening
statement in CPPS is ‘...want a coordinated effort’ for all these things
happening in our County, and multiple committees are involved so we
all head in same direction, without conflict or fighting in our plans.
