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Previously, the Department suggested an incremental release of the Department
recommendation. The Department will now release the entire Department
recommendation in one document. This document will reflect some changes to the
residential uses, previously submitted for the March 17, 2020 work study. These
changes include at least:

o Removing “dwelling” from the beginning of some definitions.

o Updates to adult family homes.

o Reorganizing special provisions and development standards for certain uses.

o Clarifying definitions for consistency.

The Department is shifting the project schedule to allow sufficient time for the
public and planning commission to review the Department recommendation (see
Attachment A — Revised Project Schedule). The Department realizes that multiple
projects from this and other Departments are being reviewed at the same time.
