BEHAVIORAL HEALTH ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES ORGANIZATION, through 
Kitsap County, as its administrative entity, a political subdivision of the State of 
Washington, with its principal offices at 614 Division Street, Port Orchard, Washington 
98366, hereinafter "SBH-ASO", and Serenity House of Clallam County hereinafter 
"CONTRACTOR." 

In consideration of the mutual benefits and covenants contained herein, the 
parties agree that their Contract, numbered as Kitsap County Contract No. KC-133-20, 
and executed on April 13, 2020, shall be amended as follows: 

1. Page 1 shall be amended as follows: 

■ Contract Amount is increased by $329,918. 

■ Contract end date is extended from June 30, 2022 to June 30, 2023. 
New contract period for SABG support funding is January 1, 2020 to June 
30, 2023.
